THE POLAR BEARS 
AT TOULGAS, 1918
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This battle – one of the few American versus Soviet engagements in history – is a forgotten footnote in history, part of the bigger conflict of the Russian Civil War.
The Battle of Toulgas was fought in the forests of Northern Russia, on the River Dvina, some 150 miles south of Archangel. It pitched the US Northern Expeditionary Force (known as “The Polar Bears”, or Detroit’s Own) against the Red Army.
The Red Army attacked on Armistice Day 1918. While the guns fell silent across Europe, they were firing in earnest at toulgas, as the Americans (assisted by a detachment from the Royal Scots) tried to defend their positions against waves of Bolshevik troops, supported by artillery and gunboats. 
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The figures are from a variety of manufacturers, from the collections of Colin Jack and Dougie Trail, who also built the terrain. The rules used are a simplified version of Contemptible Little Armies / Back of Beyond, which is a popular staple of our Edinburgh-based club. 
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
